Teacher Prep
Music to be (almost) memorized for this week:
                                             “Gentle Mary” – verse 1

                   “Hodie! Hodie!” – B section

       “Prophets? Who Were They?” – B section
For Early Birds:
1. Set out handbells (and gloves) needed for “Angels We Have Heard on High”

2. Set up Orff/glocks/bells for “Hodie!”

3. Photocopy solfege Sheet 1 of “Hodie! Hodie!” rhythm patterns – one per child

4. Place several step bells on table with “Hodie!” solfege sheets
For Rehearsal:
1. Let accompanist know songs you’ll be rehearsing

2. Have a step bell and mallet nearby for “Gentle Mary”
3. Scarf for vocalise
4. Have poster nearby to draw cue pictures as you sing verse 1 of “Gentle Mary” (see illustration under rehearsal details)

5. Place the manger scene in the front of the room near you – however, totally empty – have the characters nearby

6. Place  tub of “Prophets?” instruments nearby (or place randomly under chairs)
7. Photocopy Responsive Reading –one per child
The Rehearsal . . . a few details

Early Birds
· Begin teaching the handbell part (or you can substitute choir chimes, however, may not have all the notes written) for “Angels We Have Heard on High”.  I suggest 5 ringers:  the 1st person playing E flat and F (those 2 bells always sounding together), a 2nd  person playing G and A flat (those 2 bells alternating) a 3rd person playing high E flat and high F (those 2 bells always sounding together), a 4th person playing high G and high A flat (those 2 bells alternating), and a 5th person playing the 2 B flats (sounding together and alternating).
· While you are rehearsing the handbell part for “Angels”, allow other children to play and rehearse with the bells for “Hodie!”  Either have an adult rehearse this group or let the “Angel” handbell ringers work on their own for a few minutes while you work with the “Hodie!” group.
· In teaching the solfege sheet for “Hodie!” first establish “do” on the step bells and review “re”, “mi”,” fa”, “sol” and high “do” in particular.   Then guide the children to play “Hodie” on the step bells.
Vocalize

· First, draw a few names from the “Guess the Super Child” box.  

· Using the Wall Scale, review solfege patterns by echo singing different patterns – add high “do” and do several patterns with that pitch.   

· Review good choral techniques and vocalize on “Gloria” moving up by ½ steps

“Gentle Mary”

· Play the melody of mms. 5 – 12 on the step bells.  Ask the children how many different pitches you played. Play again while they watch.  Ask for several responses then play again to check answer.

· Now play the same melody on the Wall Scale while singing the words and ask who you are singing about.  
· Draw cue pictures on the poster board as you slowly sing mms. 5 – 12.  
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· Hand out the “What does that Word Mean” activity sheet to each child.  Read the lyrics together, talking about the meaning as you read the word  
· Have children join you in singing mms. 5 – 12.  

· Sing mms. 1 – 12 with piano accompaniment or the CD

“Hodie!”
· Review A by echo singing longer phrases.  

· Sing again with piano acc. or the CD.  The children will stop singing after A, but you continue singing the B section adding characters to the manger scene as you sing about them.  When the music repeats back to A, have the children join in singing.

· Empty the manger scene and ask if anyone remembers the first character that you sung about.  Have that child place the character in the manger scene.   Sing the melody that mentions that character’s name, then stop and ask if anyone remembers the next person you sang about.

Have that child place the character in the manger scene.  Continue singing until you’ve used all the characters (add one Wise Man per phrase since that entire verse is about the Wise Men).  
· Sing entire song with piano acc. or CD.  

“Prophets?”

· First, review rhythms each instrument plays for “Prophets?”

· Place instruments under chairs
· Echo sing phrases of  A by referring to dot poster

· For fun,  add piano or CD and sing again letting your body follow the dot pattern – (move your body up and down following the pattern of the dots)
· Continue the song- however, only you sing B, then when the music returns back to A, have children join in singing
Library of Prophets Chant
· Retrieve instruments from under chairs

· Chant “Library of Prophets” while children play a steady beat with their instruments

· Pass the tub for children to place their instruments in
Responsive Reading/Prayer

· While tub is collecting instruments, distribute responsive reading 

· Have children read responsively with you

· Lead in prayer or ask if a child would like to lead in prayer
